Back to School 2007

backpacks and school uniform vouchers. In addition to school
supplies, 15 children received immunizations. This event was made
possible through the support of the Rotary Club of Houston Heights
and the Charity Guild of Catholic Women.



Clinic Happenings New Records

Mission 2010: In looking to the future of San José Clinic and toward the construction of a
new building, many changes are taking place. These changes are highlighted below.

Clinic consolidation: Effective August 1, 2007, all Spring Branch services were relocated to
the Clinic’s downtown location. With this move, pediatrics is now available downtown
Monday through Friday. This move will allow the Clinic to serve more patients.

Scheduling: Medical and dental appointment scheduling functions have been centralized
and relocated to the front of the Clinic. Centralizing the scheduling function for medical
and dental providers will allow the Clinic to manage patient appointments more efficiently
and ensure that the Clinic is operating at peak capacity. Providers --- to make changes to
your schedule please call 713-228-5528, ext 2687 or e-mail scheduling@sanjoseclinic.org.

Dental expansion: Among San José Clinic services, dental appointments are in high
demand. For many years, the downtown dental clinic has operated with four dental chairs.
With the addition three dental chairs from Spring Branch, the Dental Department will be
able to see nearly twice the number of patients.

Cashiering: In the past, patients paid for their appointments at the registration desk prior to
receiving services. With an increase in patient load, this method became cumbersome to
both staff and patients. To alleviate this problem, patients now pay following their
appointment at the cashiering station located in front of the Medical Department.

Dental: In August, the Dental
Department broke the record for
patient visits with a total of 641
patients receiving dental
services.

Patient Stats: In August, 2007
on average 108 patients were
served per day downtown. This
is a new record for the Clinic
and shows the dramatic effect
that consolidating services has
made.
